One of the teams claimed their
opponents forfeited by not returning from
lunch in time for their scheduled game. |
presume they should be given a “win” in the
round robin, but what “plus points” should be
awarded, if any?

Lookin Foranumber

Dear Lookin,

Any plus points awarded in that situation
must be determined by the governing body,
i.e., the person or persons who have ultimate
responsibility forthat tournament.

That issue and others should have been
discusseddeterminedandcommunicatedo all

playersbeforethe beginningof the tournament.

Most Clubsjust bumble ahead with their in-house
tournaments, hoping nothing extraordinary or
complexlike thiswill comeup. Too often,some
extraordinary incident doescome up, and thenthe
whole Club looks lame.
Now that it@ Oafterthe fact,Othe decision

basically only includes two choices:

1. Award some plus-points.

2.Award no plus-points.
If #1 is chosen, a standard award of three has
been used, Pve has been used, and amathematical

average of the winning margin in every other

game of the tournament has been used. Of course,

thetournamenhasto be nearlycompletebefore
the average can be determined. On the other hand,

by thattime, wins, tiesandlossescanmakethe
issueof plus-pointsmeaninglessso you might
not have to do any math at all.

The big question is: ONho constitutes
the governing body at your Club?Qls it the
TournamenDirector?lsit theExecutiveBoard?
Or is it theTD and EB together?

Why is the governing body and its pre-
tournamentesponsibilitiesmportant?Because
having thesebasicrules and policies make for
fair and smooth-running events. Not having
themoftenmeanghatdecisionsaremadeonthe
spurof themomentwhenthereis muchgreater
likelihood that someone@rights (or feelings) will
be abused.

A Club can®expectto retainmembersf it
appearghatit@ makingup the rulesasthey go
along. Bowls is aboutcompetition,and people
who competearevery concernedbouthavinga
fair andequalplaying beld.Settingup therules
andcompetitionconditionsbeforea tournament
beginsis usually the responsibilityof a Club®
ExecutiveBoard All of bowlspaysapricewhen
those responsibilities are ignored.
